
Respiratory Virus Multiplex PCR: November findings  

 The most frequently detected viruses during November were Rhino/Enterovirus (30%), Rhinovirus (26.2%), 

and Adenovirus (14.8%). 

 Both Influenza A and B viruses were circulating at low levels during November. 

 Please note: the Graph includes the combined data from the different Respiratory Multiplex assays offered 

by Ampath laboratories.
