
Respiratory Virus Multiplex PCR: October findings  

 The most frequently detected viruses during October were Rhino/Enterovirus (34%), Rhinovirus (27%) and 

Parainfluenza virus (1-4) (15%). 

o Parainfluenza 3 virus represented 81% of the Parainfluenza viruses that were detected during October. 

 Influenza A virus was circulating at low levels during October.
